He is one of four children of parents who owned a 

gas station and restaurant. Always precocious, the 

customers passed him around often putting money 

in his bib overall pockets. (Ed. Note: His friends 

here in the park certainly know that this was good 

training for Larryôs future.) 

After the family moved away from the 

businesses, Larry started school where he walked to 

school each day (two miles each way, uphill both 

ways). On the farm was a silo, without a roof, that 

became his fort providing many hours of fun. 

During his High School years, in the 

Adirondacks, he had a 30-mile  bus trip each day 

for school in Poland. It was the longest bus route in 

New York. His dad was the bus driver, so when 

ever he had a potential girlfriend, he was kept from 

sitting in the back of the bus. He became somewhat 

famous during that time, winning a dance contest 

judged by the Arthur Murray Dance Studios.   

After high school, Larry joined the Army in 

1964. He was sent to finance school and graduated 

in 1965. In 1966, he was shipped out to Viet Nam 

as a payroll guard and clerk for six months. He 

remembers well the Bob Hope Show Christmas. He 

was kissed by the great Martha Ray. He didnôt wash 

his cheek for a very long time. 

 Larryôs career with the State of  New York 

was with the mentally ill for over 30 years, retiring 

in 1997. In 2007, Larry and Carol moved to Florida. 

He was hired at Sleepy Hollow in 2008 and has the 

fondest memories of so many good friends in the 

parks. Larry and Carol are very special people. He 

still collects things given to him that folks may be 

able to use. These are given to a shelter for women 

in St. Leo. 
 (Ed. Note: Pat Anderton further wrote that she mostly 

remembers Larry for his big heart, especially at Christmas 

time. He helps wherever possible, especially those who 

showed no Christmas lights and were alone. She remembers 

him inviting her along with several other men and women to 

go with him to see the lights in St. Leo.) 
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When I get old, I donôt want people thinking, 

ñWhat a sweet little old ladyé.ò I want 

them saying, ñOh crap, whatôs she up to
