 Jim Drumm, City Manager, visited our coffee 

hour in late January and talked about whatôs happening in 

our city. He brought with him a City Councelor, the head 

of the water department, who also spoke, and the City 

Clerk. He thanked us for inviting them and giving them 

an opportunity to visit with our residents.  

C.J. Funnell, head of the Water Dept. presented 

some interesting information. The Water Division 

manages the City's water supply and treatment operations 

including their nine Water (wells) Treatment Plants, 

Elevated Storage Tank, and Pumping Station. There are 

12,000+ water meters, 680+ fire hydrants, 300 miles of 

water distribution pipes and the reclaimed water 

distribution system. This responsibility more specifically 

includes the water-treatment  operations and distribution 

pumping (to the customers tap), well and distribution 

sampling, flushing programs, Florida Department of 

Environmental Protection and Southwest Florida Water 

Management District operating permits, all under State of 

Florida's laws, with 11 employees.
